« Aperson who is at least 12 years of age but under the age of 16 who holds a ATV/UTV Safety Certificate shall carry it while he or she operates
an ATV, and shall display it to a Law Enforcement Officer on request.

Aswept across the central United
States, from New Mexico and Texas
up to Wisconsin and Michigan, on March 14th
and 15t h.
Large portions of Texas and Okl ahoma rec-
orded maxi mum wind speeds of 60 to 80 mph
u on the morning of Friday, March 14t h. The
winds picked up dry dust and soil from the
southern plains, and in Oklahoma the winds
sparked 130 wildGres, burning at least 400
homes on that Friday, and dust
storms contributed to the deaths of
four people in car crashes on high-
ways.
The weather system | ifted that dust
and soil into the atmosphere, car -
rying it more than 1,000 miles
northeast into parts of Wi sconsin
and Michigan by Saturday mor n-
ing.
